On ASPAC and JCIHK

ASPAC (JCI Asia-Pacific Conference) in Hong Kong
was the third ASPAC President Milani has attended
in her JCI career, having been to ASPAC both in
Singapore and Manila, Phillippines. She was very
impressed with JCIHK because it was clear that the
members are really active through what she saw at
ASPAC. When she was in Hong Kong, she can feel
the vibrancy of the city and truly experience that
this is a city where east meets west.

“Dare to Act” and President Milani’s
campaign colour “pink cyclamen”

The slogan for President Milani’s campaign “Dare to
Act” was chosen by JCI members for the first time
in history through an online poll. The two shortlisted
slogans, “Dare to Act” and “Think positive, act
positive” were also a result of the members’ voice.
One slogan came from the JCI Academy in 2012,
where JCI national leaders meet in Japan and to
discuss the 2013 plan of action. President Milani
invited the working groups in the JCI Academy to
propose slogans and there she picked one. She
also receives emails from JCI members all over the
world and there she picked another one. President
Milani believes that the 2013 campaign slogan is not
just her slogan, but it is our slogan. We all should
share the same believe and work together towards
the same ends.

According to President Milani, “Dare to act”
means to have the courage not to do the easiest
choice, but to do the right choice. President Milani
acknowledges that it can be hard to do the right
choice, but she believes that without sacrifice,
there is no satisfaction. We must be ready to make
the right choice.

In fact the campaign colour “pink cyclamen” was
also chosen from members. President Milani did
in fact like the colour “pink cyclamen” very much
as it represented feminity. However she did not
want to impose that colour onto the campaign
when it represented the entire JCI, therefore she
put a choice of colours again to an online poll. She
was very happy with the chosen colour as it was a
colour voted by both male and female members in
which everyone recognizes as the campaign colour.
President Milani believes that pink cyclamen has
a special meaning - in the world's blue sky, there
are sometimes dark clouds such as the economic
crisis, natural disasters and discrimination. She
hopes that the JCI 2013 campaign can bring pink
horizons and positive change to the world.

“We are One Jaycee”

“We are One Jaycee” was adopted as the slogan
of 2013 for JCIHK. President Milani does agree
that although JCI has many chapters in different

countries with different people, it is clear that “We
are One Jaycee” as we are united by the Jaycee
values. President Milani related most strongly with
this theme during the JCI Academy in 2007 when
all JCI national leaders gathered in Japan for one
week. As they worked together all the time during
the week, and sometimes until very late, spending
all the time together, the participants were able to
see the true sides of each other. It is apparent that
though all of these are very different people, they all
have the same common Jaycee values — the same
mission and vision.

President Milani encourages all members to attend
the JCI World Congress and other international
events as it is an opportunity for members to share
training, meetings and even parties together with
their counterparts all over the world. All members
can surely experience “We are One Jaycee”
through such events.

“The interview that changed my life”
President Milani was first acquainted with JCI
in 2000. Her brother was a local President in the
chapter where the National President of Italy of
that year was from. President Milani is a journalist
by profession and was invited by her brother to
interview the National President. At the end of the
interview, the National President invited President
Milani to help out with a national project and since
then she was involved in JCI. President Milani
refers to the interview with the National President
as “the interview that changed my life”.

The national project was the “JCI G8 Summit”
coinciding with the governmental G8 Summit also
held in Italy in 2001. President Milani was asked to
support the media side of the JCI G8 Summit. On the
personal front, President Milani met her husbhand
also through JCI. JCI does have a profound impact
on her life!

2013 Plan of Action

President Milani being a female president and for
the first time in history that the JCI board has equal
men and women members is a good inspiration for
gender equality and the realization of the United
Nations Millennium Development Goals (UNMDG).
President Milani is committed to create awareness
and promote all the UNMDGs. She added that
although UNMDGs are chosen at the United
Nations with members from 200 different countries,
such global concept of the UNMDGs can be applied
locally. We can all be ambassadors of UNMDG by
acting in our community.

There must be at least one UNMDG in every
community that can be improved. It is important
that JCI members can find their way through the
Active Citizen Framework to analyze the needs of
the local community, think possible solutions, find
partners to turn ideas into concrete actions and to
evaluate and report results. We can extend this to
the international level — act locally, think globally.
JCl is a good arena to share ideas and progress of
the different projects across the globe.

President Milani has also included in the 2013
Plan of Action the concept of “individual social
responsibility” (ISR) which means that every
JCI member is responsible for their family,
friends, JCI organization, business, community,
environment and the future. This concept stems
from the Japanese spirit of OMOIYARI which
means consideration for others and an attitude to
put yourself in another’s shoes. The western world

is familiar with corporate social responsibility (CSR)
inwhich corporations should have responsibility for
our society. Fusing the eastern origins of OMOIYARI
spirit with the western language of CSR, ISR can
be a bridge between the eastern and the western
world.

Challenges, and greatest benefit of being a
JCl member

Keeping balance among work, family, JCI activities
and other commitments can be hard. But President
Milani reiterates her believe that “without sacrifice,
there is no satisfaction”. No matter what position
one takes on in JCI, there are different challenges.
One common challenge is that people say they have
no time to do all of the things. But gradually, one
learns that they are actually more capable than
they think they are. They discover the potential in
them and realize it.

Having joined JCI in 2000, President Milani felt that
she has since become a better professional, better
person and a better citizen. She believes that JCI
can give one development opportunities in private,
professional and social spheres. If one believes
they can be a better person, JCI can give one many
benefits. The “lack of time” should not deter people
from joining, as busy people knows the value of
time, they would learn how to use time wisely.

President Milani encourages all young people who
want to be a better individual and together to better
the society to join JCI.
